ENTRY FORMS AND CHANGES

You have received a number of reports to help make your job a bit easier.

We are pleased to have George Kampas and his Total Score scoring system but I will also provide my version of his team sheets which many of you have given “two thumbs up” to.

These include:

An Athletes Schedule clearly showing competition times sorted by athlete name.

A Coaches Schedule showing all athletes sorted by the time they compete.

A general schedule showing warm-up/stretch times, competition times, awards times, and meal times.

A general flight schedule.
Please look over your Coaches Schedule in detail and get me corrections asap.  There will be no changes made on the floor of the competition! If the mistake was ours then there is no charge. 

All other changes will incur a $20 charge.

For those of you who are still handwriting entry forms in the 21st Century, please, please use technology! And use our spreadsheet!  It greatly reduces the number of errors. For those of you who not only typed your entry form but emailed it to me in excel, a huge thank you!
CHECK-­-IN

When you arrive at the Arena there will be a table there for you to check in. At that table you will pick up coaching and/or judging credentials and sign the appropriate USAG form.
You will also receive your various coach, judge, and athlete gifts at this time.

Any change fees or entry fees are due at that time before you can receive your credentials. Please have check or cash with you, no credit cards accepted.

USAG Pro memberships must be up to date, as well as your safety Certification and background check. Not current equals no credentials and not getting on the floor. USAG is now charging the meet host $100 per expired coach signed in at the meet.

COACHES ATTIRE

Coach’s professional attire is required on the competition floor. Violators may be asked to leave the floor. Closed toe shoes, no sandals. Slacks or Warm-up Pants. No shorts or jeans. Collared Shirt or Team Shirt. 
We are professionals so let’s look the part!

HOSPITALITY

Lunch and dinner will be provided on Saturday for all credentialed judges and coaches.
No meals provided on Friday.
ADMISSION FEE
$10 for ages 13 and up, 12 and under free, good for the whole weekend.
Parents must pay the admission fee if attending Open Workout.
Remind your parents to bring cash or checks, credit not accepted.
PARKING
There is an attached parking garage which is FREE.

JUDGES

Judges will need to stop by the check-in table when they first arrive to receive a credential. Judges will also need to sign the judge’s sheet for USAG. A commemorative State Meet gift is also being given.
South Texas Teams are expected to provide a judge or judges based on the South Texas T&T Rules and Policies. 
Per South Texas policy we are paying 40 cents per mile travel and 50% of the host hotel rate per night. This may be reduced if you judge less than a full day or are at the meet as a coach as well. This is in addition to the hourly rate you receive.  Judges will be paid by USAG a few days after the meet.  Please provide a clearly written pay sheet.

STAGING AREA

Coaches please have your athletes in the Arena 30-45 minutes before their flight time. Have them in the staging area at least 30 minutes prior to their flight time. If we have the opportunity to move ahead of schedule we will run early. We will run a flight 30 minutes early if at all possible. Coaches, please assist in getting your athletes to staging in a timely manner.
Athletes that are not competing need to be in the stands and not playing with their teammates or new found friends in the staging area. The staff will be asking the kids to go to the stands if they are not near their flight times.
AWARDS
All levels will receive flight awards at the event and overall awards during awards ceremonies.  
There will also be “Level Champions” declared by combining all age-groups for each level.
First place team awards will be given for levels 1–10. 

The top three scores on each event will count towards your total for each level.

We will most likely have to mail the banners to team award winners.

WARM-­-UPS

There will be open workout for levels 5 and up on Friday.

Parents will need to purchase their admission at this time if entering the Arena. 

Saturday warm-ups will be the normal touches before competing.
